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This document describeshow to render the Statue of Lib erty with 12 complete sets of double nine dominoes. The design
is diplayed in gure 1. I've provided two versionsof the plans for the design ( gures 2 and 3). Teaders have my permission
to usethe design, provided that they promise to (1) credit the artist (Robert Bosch) and his website (DominoArt work.com),
and (2) sendin a photograph of the completed work for possible use on the website.

Materials

1. Tw elve sets of double nine domino es. The dominoesmust be black with white dots. | usedominoesmanufactured
by the PressmanToy Corporation. These dominoesappear to be made out of pressedwood. Each one s slightly less
than 0:875° wide and slightly lessthan 1:75° long. (Note: they are de nitely not of uniform size and shape.) Each
set costs between $3.00 and $3.50.

2. Twelve 875 by 9:625° panels. | once used plywood, but ran into trouble when it warped. Recertly, I've been
forming my panels by cutting down 12°°by 12%°vinyl o or tiles. Vinyl o or tiles are light, exible, and can be cut
with a utilit y knife. They have adhesive backing. Armstrong makesa black tile that costs about $1.00.

3. Adhesiv e. If you are using plywood for your panels, you can use Elmer's Carpenter's Wood Glue. If you are using
vinyl o or tiles, | recommend Liquid Nails Perfect Glue # 1. Perfect Glue #1 is expensive|appro ximately $4.00 for
a small tube|but it works really well. (It is strong and it is easyto clean up|it peelso of ngers!) You'll need
about sixteen tub es: twelve tub es (one per panel) for attaching the dominoesto the panels, two tub esfor attaching
the panels to the frame (the adhesive on the back of the tiles isn't sticky enough), and two tub esfor attaching the
inter-panel dominoes.

4. Frame. The completed portrait measures35% high by 28:875° wide. The frame's interior should measure 35:25%
high by 29:125° wide.

Preparing the panels
To enablethe children to position their dominoeson their panels, it is necessaryto draw or etch a10 11 grid of squares
onto the panels. Each square must be 0:875% per side.

Preparing the domino es

Each team of children should be given a clear plastic bag containing the dominoesthey'll needto construct their portion
of the portrait. If the children assenble these bags, an adult should check them carefully! If an adult assenbles these bags,
an adult should chedk them carefully!

Constructing the panels

The children should be instructed to start at a corner of their panel and work outward, making sure that they keepthe
dominoeswithin the grid lines and making sure that they don't leave any \holes" (after the glue sets, it may be hard to t
a domino into a \hole"!). After nding the next domino that they wish to place, they should squeezesome adhesive onto
its back (enough to cover the ertire surface of the back in a thin layer) and pressit rmly onto the panel.

Assembling the completed panels

After the children have nished their panels (and their work has beencheded), the panels must be glued to the frame.
If you are using vinyl o or tiles, peel o the paper backing, place dots of adhesive in the corners and in the certer, and
position the panel on the frame. Press rmly .

Inter-panel domino es
The last step is to glue down the inter-panel dominoes.
